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Abstract

Buddhism is one of the civilized religions there is also a clear hierarchical administrative
system when we talk about “Rathabal” (administration), it is referred to as the
governance of a work or function in the administrative framework and various legal
activities under the responsibility of Relevant authorities, aimed at rendering service to
the public in general. Administrative respons- ibility must be under a special rule which
can b? adjusted to the requirements of administrative service, and the necessity of the
coordination between the strategies aimed at bringing about efficiency and effectiveness,
rather than the confusion in the normal process of a task.

Administration here applies to general principles of administrative system in
Buddhist and from the central power to grassroots levels in which those in obligations
should be well aware of rights, powers, and accountabilities according to the roles and
duties and stipulated in laws and provisions. And the main principles or factors which
the leaders both in Buddhist of are as follows:

Vocational skills. It deals with vocational training: In the administrative sphere,
there must be a professional place where employees were given proper skills and
training indispensable for work efficiency and effectiveness.

Task division: As far as management and technical works are concerned, there
must be a clear-cut division of duties which is to be made in conformity with the staffs’
specialties and expertise.

Rights and powers: it deals with how to give order, delegate power under any
circumstances. It comes out of legitimate rights and power, as provided for by laws,
including personal rights and power, intelligence, and experience.

Discipline: It is most necessary for the normal functioning of an organ as the
discipline is a rule which will be able to bring about order, dignity, and effectiveness.

Hierarchical order: There must be a clear-cut division n hierarchical order in
leadership. The very division is useful for rendering service to the public according to
the goal and without discriminations.

Unity command and leadership: Any rule of order and leadership must be in the
same planning and goal, meaning before the decision to set up a strategic plan, there
must be a collective thought, decision and action to realist objectives and goals.

Joint interest: Integrity, righteousness, no fraudulence or swindling: meaning
individual interest must not dominate joint interest of an entity or organ.

In this respect, Buddhist needs to be equipped with laws and provisions. It is in
accordance with the natural law and the specific needs of Buddhists work effectiveness
as well as the purpose to render service for the well-being of the mass without
discrimination or biases under no influence from anyone.

In Buddhist sector, disciplinary rules play an important role in educating people
to be well aware of the value of wholesome deeds, to know what is morally right or
wrong, to love and preform the wholesome deeds in life, to help each other in the case of
difficulties. Moreover, Buddhist Buddhists plays an important role to the preservation of
cultural pillars, customs and traditions, civilizations, literature, education on ethics and
dignity to the people from all walks of life in the society.

Because of, Buddhism benefits the Cambodian society more than 95% of
Cambodians follow the principles that the Buddha advised them not to do. Right, not too
